2. (a) DMiltary ;0 Civil Officers of the
Briitish Government may, at any time, and
without passes vt and roside e the terri-
tories of His Highness the Maliaga of Jammu

* Atpresent there  and  Ka<hwar, subject to such
i« o It Lt * in number as the
Government of Indin with the concurrente of
i« Highness the Mabienga, may preseribe, and
sulyect alwo, 10 the case of Military Officers, tor
the military regulations or onders for the  time
being in foree.

(b) ANl other perwns, who are not by
nationality Indian or Tibetans, wishing to vivit
or reside in the maid tertitories, require  pases,
which may be granted (in the Form A annexed)

by the Resident i Kashmis,

3. Information as to the uwual routes for
entering and kaving Kashmir may be obtained
from the Motamid Darlar. The mute via
Jammu and Banihal is private, and way vot be

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used except with the special permission of His
Highness the Maharaja, obtained through the
Resident.

4 Persons subject to these rules are not
allowed to travel fiom Kashimr to Simla (or vice
rersn) actoss the hlls, or the plains (or vice
rer<a) ria Kishtwar, Bhadarwah and Chamba
except with special permission of His Highness
the Maharaja, obtained through the Resident.

5. Nozequest should be preferred to the
ordinary officials of Hi« Highness the Maharaja,
exeept in real emergencies. An officer of the
Dabar is appointed by IHis Highness the
Maharaja to attend to the wants of the Enropean
community at Srinagar, and application may be
made to him for assistance in petty matters,
Al payments must be made at the rates
dewnanded, which, 1f deemed exorbitant, can be
referied to the Motamid Davbar, ,

6 Complaints should be referred, with
statements of the circumstances, in the first in-
stance to the Motamid Darbar

7. No present may be aceepted from His
Ihghiness the Maharaja or his officers.

8  Personssubject to these rules, who md¥™™
be desirous of paying their respects to”His
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Highness the Maharaja, can be introduced by
the Resident on suitable occasions; and all
arrangements for official visits to Jammu or
Srinagar should be made through the Resident.

9. The customs and regulations of His
Highness the Maharaja’s territory should he
carefully observed by petsons subject to these
rules and by their servants,

10. When attending evening entertainments
given by His Highness the I\Iuhnraya, Military
Officers should wear, subject to the mlhtmy
regulations or orders for the time being in force,
either umform or evening dress, and other
visitors or residents should wear evening dress,

11. The Resident may, from time to time
with the concurrence of His Highness the
Maharaja, prescribe lmits of travel beyond
which no one will be allowed to go wnless sup-
plied with a special pass obtained from the
Resident.

12. Rules may, from time to time, be made
by t]ne Resxdent \nth the concurrence of His
™ the routes for

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13. The Resident in Kashmir 1s authorised
to requite any person subject to these rules, who

16, Iagree toconform tothe rules preseribed
by the Government of India for observance by
persons other than those who, by nationality,
are either Indians or Tibetans in the tenitoties
of His Highness the Maharaja of Jammu and
Kashmir. I will return this pass to the office
of the Resident in Kashmir at the end of the
period of which it is current.
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SECTION 2.

GENERAL RULES APPLICABLE TO
JAMMU AND KASHMIR.

17. Except as provided for m these 1ules
visitors and residents in Kashmir have no claim
upon the service of State officials If any case
of improper interference with officials is brought
to the notice of the Resident, the offender will
be dealt with at the Resident’s diseretion,

18. Persons gommg on shooting or other
excursions must take carriage and supplies with
them. They are forbidden to demand them in
places where no regular arrangements exist for
supplying thent

19. Ladies intending to travel alone, u @,
without any lady or gentleman as companion,
are requested in their own interests to give
previous intimation of their proposed journey to
the Assistant Resident and to furnish a detailed
list of their servants to the Motamid Darbar
before whom they must appear if desired.

20. Noonemay press the people of the coun-
try into his service for any purpose whatever.

21. Cows, bullocks and nilgais ate, under
no circumstances, to be killed in the territories
of His Highness the Maharaja of Jammu and
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Kashmir, and visitois arve requested to see that
their dogs do not worry these animals.

22, Visitorsare requited to settle all accounts
before leaving Kashmir, and shou'd see that
their servants do likewise otherwise their ser-
vants may be detained at the last moment by
arder of the Court on the motion of o creditor.

23 Complaints of the nature of Civil suits
against subjects of His Highness the Maharaja
can only be taken cognizance of by the State
Courts on payment of the usual Court fees.

24. *Complaints against subjects of His
Highness the Maharaja who are, for the time
in the service of visitors and residents, should
be madeto the offieial deputed to attend on
visitors known as the “Motamid Darbar.

25, *Complaints against all Ei or
Biitish Indian '-ml)J(!CLS must be tried in the
Court of the Assistant Resident.

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26 Trees in the Jammu and Kashmir State
may not be felled, barked or otherwise destioyed
without the permission of the Conservator of
Forests, Srmagar , those within the prohibited
area, Srinagar, without the peumisston of the
Gorvernor, whose action would be subject to the
approval of the Restdent

27 The attention of visitors to Kashmir is
invited to the provisions of Section 6 of the
Indian Arms Act XI of 1878 in accordance
with which 1t 13 necewsary to obtain a license,
from the Resident in Kashmir, or other British
Authonity in India, autborwsed in this behalf,
for the export from British India to Kashmir
of such arms and ammumtion as are not per-
sonally accompanied by the owners.

28. The sale or gift of arms or ammunition
by European \isitors or residents to the subjects
of His Highness the Mabaraja, or to other
natives of Indis, is prohibited without the sanc-
tion of the Resident.

29. Receipt stamps should be aflixed to all
receipts for payments, cxceeding Re. 20, and it
is requested that all European visitors and
residents will demand & stamped receipt for all
such payments. The payee is punishable with
a fine which may extend to Re 100, if he
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declmes to gave such a receipt The receipt stamp
of the Rashmir State should be affixed.

30 A system of registration for Kashmiri
and down country servants (excluding those
down country servants who come up to Kashmir
with their employers) seeking employment with
European visitors and 1esidents has been intro-
duced under the charge of the Motamid Darbar.
Tle Kashmir Darbay insist on all such servants
having their names registered in the Motamid
Datbar's office

(2) Visitors and othets arerequested to kindly
see that the servants at present in their employ
pesent themselves before the Motamid Darbar
for registration Visitors and residents aie
advised not to engage men who donot produce «
registration ticket signed by the Motamid Darbar.

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SECTION 3.
SPECIAL RULES APPLICABLE TO
SRINAGAR

37. Visitors are advised in theu own interest
to procure such Kaslunni servants as they may re-
quite, especially boatmen and shikaris, throughthe
*Motamid Darbar and not through local bankers.

38 Servants of vsitors found resorting fo
places other than the fixed latnines are liable to
punishment

39, Grass-cutters are prohibited from cutting
grass 1n, or in the neighbourhood of, the stations
oceupred by Europeans.

40. When the Dal lake gate is closed no
attempt should be made to openit orto lift
Dboats over the Bund to or frot the lake.

41, Riding and fast-bieycling on the Bund
are strictly prohibited. The Police have orders
to see that this rule is rigorously enforced.

42  Visitors wishing to see the Fort or
palace at Srinagar should give one full day's
notico of their desite to do so to the Motamid
Darbar. The palace however cannot be scen
schen His Highness the Maharaja is in residence.

#Nore.~This 1s the Darbar offictal deputed to attend on
European wisitors.
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43  The Bund of the right bank of the river
at Srinagar from the Kashmir General Agency
to the extreme end of the Sonwar Bagh being a
public promenade, occupiers of boats, caraps and
houses in its vieimty are informed that tents,
!mnnts, ete, may not be pitched, nor may pack-
ing cases, firewood and other articles be deposited
for longer than 1 necessary for delivery, nor
poultiy and other anunals be kept on the banks,
nor meateafes, cages and other articles be
suspended from the branches of trees on or near
the Bund.

44 Visitors and residents who may have

45. The public are foirbidden to walk across
the polo ground, except through the turn-stile
gates,

46. T'he following rules have been sanctioned
by the Darbar for traders selling their goods in
Srinagar,

() Al tmders tading  in Kothibagh,
Munshibagh and other encamping grounds in #
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and near Srinagar shall apply forand obtain a
license for the same from the Municipal
Committee of Srinagar. The license shall be
renewed annually,  Such licenses will be given
by the Municipal Committee on payment of
fee, the scale of which will be determined by
the Mumnicipal Committee according to the
status of the trader

(22) Forevery license issued under rule (2)
the Municipal Commnttee will issue a metal
Dadge bearing the serial No of the license.
Each license will be entitled to one badge, but
for any additional badge, wlich a trader may
require for employing agents for hawking goods,
separate heenses shall be pad for and obtained.

(221) Al traders will be required to display
in a conspicuous way on their person the badge
issued to them by the Municipal Committee.

(iv) A list of all the licene sholders with the
serial munber of their Jicense will be supplied by
the Municipal Committee to the Motamid Darbar.

(r) The Municipal Committee, in iwsuing
such licenses, will impose the conditions given
below. Any license-holder infringing any of
the conditions will forfeit the license and is
linlle to a fine not exceeding Rs. 50.

The Motamid Darbar may exercise Lhe powers epecified
under this rule.
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(r2) Except those who hold a license, no
trader shall be allowed to go round with his
wares for purpose of selling them in any place
mentioned in para, (2} above.

{112) The Police shall arrest any trader who-
goes to those places without license and such
pe1son or persons, on prosecution before a Magis-
trate, will be hable to a fine not exceeding Rs. 50.

(ur) The viatas, if molested by any
trader, can cither hand i over to the Police
Constable of the beat or repoit him to the
Motamid Dutbar,

(xx) Shops of the petty traders, such as
Claplueallas, wicker workmen, ete, will be
opened in the specially appointed Bazar and at
the special places appomted for the purpose
where such tiaders may sell their goods.

CONDITIONS OF LICENSE

(1) No trader shall approach, or try to get into
the boat of, any visitor while he is passing up or
down the river or shall he attempt to run with
or approach any vehicle occupied by a visitor.

(i) No trader shall approach the tent, boat
or house of any visitor without first sending
his card thiough a servant, If the servant
reports that he is allowed then he may go, other-
wiso he shall instantly go away fiom the plnf:e

Stinagar. There ate proper sites appointed for-
tethering animals outside the Munshi Bagh and
Chinar Bagh which will be pomted out to visitors
by the “Motamid Darbar.”  Shelters for horses
on these sites can only be erected by the express-
permission of the “Motamid Datbar” or the
Assistant Resident  They must only be of a
light and temporary character, and nothing in the
nature of a permanent building may be construet-
ed nor deep trenches dug  The above rule
applies equally to cows mules, o1 other ammals.
Nore ~The “Motamid Dasbm * has authority to allow
eattle 10 graze on the cammng giounds «henever necessary.
51. Horses, ponies, ete, may not, without
special permissaon, be picketed in the gardens of

52. Travellers in the interior should not en-
camp within villages They are advised to en-
camp only at the ordinary stages and camping
grounds.  Snpphes a1e not usually obtanable at
other places

53 Viutois to Kashmir are not permitted to
encamp in the mihitary camping grounds on the
Bandipui-Astor Road on or about the dates that
they ae requited for the use of the Kashmir
Impenial Sceivice Troops. The probable dates
may be ascertained by enquiry fiom the Supply
and Transport Officer, Bandipur,
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SECTION 3 (B).
BOATS IN SRINAGAR.

54. (i) Owing to the large ncrease in the
number of house-boats on the river in Kashmir
and in view of the fact that, as a rule, the
owners or occupiers of these boats do not enter-
tain permanent crews sufficient to man them
when moving, the Datbar have found that the
constant supply of extra boatmen by the State
can nolonger be made without sertously affecting
agriculture and the cultivating classes,

(1) It is, therefore, notified, for the information
of residents i, and visitors to, Kashmir that
extra boatmen will not be supplied in future by
State Agency, exception will, however, be made
in respeet of extra boatmen at Sopore requived
for crossing the Wular Lake only, and at Bara-
male, Hajan and Khanabal (Islamabad), At
such places applications should be made to the
Jocal Civil anthoritics, and at least 24 hours
notice given. Extra boatmen nre not procurable ’
at Sumbal, Shadipur, Pampur or Avantipur, the
inhabitants of which places arc not boatmen by
profession but zamindars,
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55. With the exception of the Residency
landing place, and those at the Palace and
Raja Har1 Singh's house, all steps from the
bund to the niver are considered public, even
1f constructed by private persons, and they must
n no manner be railed off or otherwise blocked
against public use A distance of 25 yards to
the west and 10 feet to the east of the Post
Office ghat steps is reserved for shikaras and
mail boats and no house-boat should be mooted
within this radius, nor ehikaras be fastened
on either side of the steps within 5 feet
thereof.

56. Boats moored along either bank of the

57. (i) When a visitor has already moored
his boats at any place, no other visitor shall
moor his boats alongside. This provision is not
intended, however, to prevent tiwo visitors from
mooring their boats alongside each other if they
Loth wish them to be so moored and provided
alo that no hindrance is caused to the public by
the arrangement.

Nore.—This role 1s also applicable to G:mdl‘rb:\l}’/
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(22). No person or persons occupying a living
boat and keeping also a cook boat shall moor
these so as to oceupy both sides of a landing
stage. But this rule does not apply to the case
of a visitor or visitors oceupying more than one
living boat so far as the living boats are con-
cerned. -

58. Experience having shown that it is im-
possible to protect the fruit in the Nawa Bagh
State orchard fiom the depredations of servants
and others employed by the lessees of bLoats
moored in the Canal passing from the Munshi
Bagh lock-gate to the Dal Darwaza, the mooring
of all boats m the above-mentioned Canal be-
tween the Munshi Bagh lock-gate to the south
and the northern boundary of the Residency
Surgeon’s garden to the north js prohibited bo-
tween the 1st July and 1st October of every year.

59. The Elettrical Department of the State
is prepared to supply power for lighting of
house-boaty where demanded on either bank of
the river provided such a supply be feasible
and considered profitable to the Darbar. Appli-
cation for Electric power should be made to the
State Engincer.

Mooring places on the river where numbered
electric plugs exist are primarily reserved for
occupiced boats wsing electric power and any

is required by any one willing to take power ab
that point.

Sportsimen who have recenved the permission
of the Government of India to visit the Pamirs
and Thinn Shan me required to observe the
following rules .—

himself has wounded.

2. Sportsmen are requested to pay personally
for supplies or other necessarics. It has been
found that setvants are not to be trusted to
transmit money given them for this purpose.

3. Spoitsmen and travellersare onno account
tc purchase heads of game or other, trophies
from the inhabitants. It has been ascertained
that the inhabitants of the country shoot game
with the idea of sclling trophies to sportsmen and
the numbers of game have considerably decreas-
ed in consequence,
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4. Sportsmen aie not allowed to tohe
